	Presentation: Vicki Smith, E.D. with Disability Rights NC.  Disability Rights NC is a federal mandated protection and advocacy system. 

· Funding is received from DHHS, the Dept. of Education, and Social Security Administration. An estimated total of 3 million to cover 2 million people across the state of NC with various challenges.

· Disability Rights NC staff and staff attorney are located in Raleigh.  Referrals and information are given to person(s) who do not qualify to receive direct services from the attorneys and advocates.  Also available are programs on the website (www.disabilityrightsnc.org) which could be reference for additional help.
· DSS is interested in finding placement for individuals with disabilities. At times there may be a conflict of interest where DSS is placed in the role of guardian.  
· The idea/goal is more housing to assist those with disabilities instead of the state building more hospitals.

· Kids with dual MH challenges are mostly served through DD funding or blended funds of Intellectual disabilities and developmental disabilities services.  Many kids may be placed in out of state institutions due to the process of “cycling.”  These children have a right to be placed in their own communities. Or if possible to remain at home.  Protection for disability issues occurring since 2001, we can serve anyone as long as we address facility base issues first. (PAMI)

· Assisted technology can be covered to help people with MH diagnosis.
· Four Core Functions of Disability Rights NC is: 

1. Information, Referral and Training  

2. Monitoring      

3. Investigations 

4. Legal-based Advocacy including individual and systems advocacy

· Eight 2014 Targets: 1. Barriers to employment are removed.  2. Equal access to programs and services under the ADA are enforced. 3. Access to health care including effective communication with health care workers. 4. Ability to exercise greater self-determination by voting, maximizing their independence.  5. Access to appropriate community based services and supports. 6. Keep students with disabilities in school and ensure transition planning for meaningful post-secondary outcomes.
7. Children with dual disabilities (ID/DD or other disabilities and mental illness) receive medically necessary services in the least restrictive environment.
