Presentation by Alliance Behavioral Healthcare on their Anti-Stigma Campaign- Wendy Gantt and Teri Kacher, presenters. (See attached PPT)
Presentation by Jeanne Preisler, NC Department of Social Services on PROJECT BROADCAST. This is a federally funded trauma informed initiative. It provides the ACEs study and the Long Scan assessment which is a longitudinal study of abuse and neglect in children being served by Child Welfare. This is allowing DSS agencies across the state to change their child serving entities to see trauma and its impact over the lifespan of children. 

Originally, nine counties were piloted with this program but there is a current expansion of three additional counties in NC. 

This project has also created a training entitled “Trauma Informed Practice and Placements” which is a 16 hour course to stop the re-traumatization of our children. A TOT class will be offered late summer to fall of 2015. (see attached PPT)
