Topic: Nomination Committee: Stacy Justiss gave her bio. Suggestion for future bios to be sent to the entire group to allow people to know the person being nominated. The discussion of adding the bio to the bylaws also brought up the need to re-structure the 30 day rule for voting. To honor our bylaws, a motion was made to move forward with the voting for the family co-chair. Motion second and carried.  Voted 7:6 in favor of Stacy as family co-chair.  As reflected in our bylaws a 30 day grace period has to occur and we are at day 28.  This lead to a discussion of who among the ones present was eligible to vote and who was not at the meeting that has voting privilege.  Without a tally this was unknown.  Voting was removed from the floor.  A motion was made to use electronic voting. Survey monkey will be use to poll the members whom have attended 4 out of 6 meetings.  Motion was second… survey will be sent out for voting by 5pm Monday July 27, 2015. 
Suggestion:  Due to the discussion on 30 days rule and using electronic voting with survey monkey, the bylaw committee will look at tweaking the bylaws for future voting. Rick Zechman will take the lead in making the changes in the bylaw. 
Vice Family C-chair (previously held by Bryan Creech) nominating committee will accept nominations/self- nominations for this position till the close of business day August 7, 2015.  The Nominating Committee will hope to present a slate to the collaborative at the August 14, 2015 meeting. The lead of the Nominating Committee is Gary Ander. 
Discussion: Legislative Meeting: Governor Pat McCoy has assign a new task force.  At this time, the members are not known. Presentation on ACES (Adverse Childhood Experiences) presented by Gary Ander:  Finding your ACES score handout shared.  Early childhood mental health correlates with ACES.  The state is using as a policy since according to high ACES scores the numbers increase for high health risk behaviors. Some of the other states have made it mandatory testing for ACES to be completed.  The RESILIENCE should be part of the recovering progress.
