Next Meeting Scheduled:
	Main Topic: Presentation on Josh’s Hope Foundation (JHF)-Steve Bailey, Executive Director.
The presentation begins with the background history of why and how JHF was created.  Knowledge and experience with a foster child who was adopted and the trickledown effect of the youth losing his coverage of Medicaid and his journey to find independence.  
Areas covered during the presentation: Population Fragile Limitations: Emotional, Behavior, Environmental dysfunction, Biological, Lack of appropriate job training, Lack of Resources, Goal Conflict, and Loss of Support.  
Some of the discussion and feedback from Collaborative members: Sharing personal stories as it related to youth who struggles with diagnosis and the hardships that have faced and continue to face cross systems.  A discuss was started around cycling and not fitting into the “norm” of where agencies want to place the youth. A suggestion was given to everyone at the meeting by the co-chair to contact their state legislative representatives to push for policy changes as well a change in court procedures and how they treat someone with MH needs. Another area to include in the presentation of populations is “communities” and show how JHF benefits the communities and show cost analysis. 
JHF provides young adults with MH issues training and support that allows them to seek opportunities and transition to independence.  Programs to support therapeutic vocational and social skills such as, Climbing Hope, Tools for Hope, Knowledge and Skills activities, and others.  Paid opportunities for transitional employment for work experience to interested students who are involved with their programs.  JHF helps young adults seeking help with GED.  JHF works with a specialized counselor at Durham Tech. who identifies them as special needs without it being spoken and can identify what the needs are. 

JHF is funded through several avenues such as grant donations, fundraisers, and others such as just recently they received funding through Blue Cross Blue Shield. JHF catchment area is statewide and at this time cannot identify a specific caseload.  Currently all graduates from JHF programs do have a current job.
· Suggestion: Add a slide to the presentation to show how the growth of JHF which could help with visual aid for future funding sources. 

Lessons learned were shared.  Work Source East by Vocational Rehab., has programs that you can look at to model and has a facility that allows tours.
