	Topic: Future Meetings: The Co-Chair will ask for feedback from the collaborative members in regard to ideas for presentations.  
Topic: Sub-Committees:  By the end of the year, each committee should be prepared to provide a report outlining their goal. At the first meeting in December, each chair of the sub-committees will need to present their report to the collaborative group/members.
Topic:  New Location:  Chandrika checked with Cardinal and her contact person there will check on a definite answer by our next meeting.

Presentation: Services for Undocumented Persons: Karla Siu, MSW, LCSW, El Futuro and Rogelio Valencia, DSS
· Provides out patience services and has a physicist on staff.  
· Partners with Carolina outreach and schools in Durham with a program called Sparks.
· Served 1600 individuals last year
· 57% show youth with trauma background.
· Staff is trained in contrast trauma since that is the most identified.
· Durham’s walk-in clinic is working well. Our assessments showed a decrease rate of no shows. We cover Orange County residents at our walk in clinic as well.
· Funding with through individual donations, county contracts, grantors, etc. Biggest burden is not having the capacity to serve and we can do that now. 
· Staff and doctors are trained in MI and engaging patients upfront.
· Due to a shortage of Spanish speaking individuals, El Futuro is working with the ESL director to fill this need.
· We are NOT statewide and we are working on stabilizing growth.  We serve Sandhills, Cardinal, and Alliance. We are open to all referrals.
Question: When is it appropriate to use the term Latino vs Mexican?  

Answer:  Hispanic is more derogatory and for that reason Latino is used more but it really is a personal choice.
Question: How long does families wait to get services?

Answer: Three to fourteen comes in daily without appointments and they are giving a priority card with a definite time and date to return.  These individuals are seen first upon returning. 
Presentation: Rogelio Valencia, DSS- Discussion of resources for Hispanic and Latino communities. These types of resources are few. 

· Most utilize Mental Health services including emergency Medicaid for adults. Service ends upon resolution of the emergency.
· Children born in the US are eligible for Medicaid services but it is very limited.
· Families are working with the DSS Medicaid outreach workers to understand Medicaid and their eligibility levels.

· There are community clinics which can offer Mental Health services.  Contact Community Clinic Association for more information. www.ncchca.org  These clinics are first come first served. 

· More clinics can be located using this site www.communityfreeclinic.org
· If a person presents at a local emergency room with mental health life threatening event, the hospital will contact the Embassy of the country of that individual and help with searching for resources. The Embassy offers cremation services for individuals who die outside their country. 
· Mental Health emergencies for adults include: the life of the person being at risk, drug overdose, etc..

· Keep in mind that even if a doctor documents it as an emergency Medicaid can and most time does refuse to pay.  This is why undocumented has issues and are not treated. 
· Some county commissioners do not want to continue to pay for these individuals as a way of keeping their numbers low.

Topic: Voting of Vice Family Co-Chair: Secretary Dawn Manus read the list of members eligible to vote as well as stating she did receive some electronic votes.  With a ratio vote of 11:3, Chandrika was voted in as Vice Family Co-Chair.
*Suggest on the floor:  Re-Visit bylaws on voting.  Some members feel it is inappropriate to vote in person (trust issue).  If electronic votes can be counted, the person should not have to vote again if in person.  Maybe we can move to a ballot voting procedure.
