	Main Topic: Presentation on Together for Resilient Youth (T.R.Y.), Wanda Boone, Founder
· Mission:  TRY prevents substance abuse among youth and adults by reducing community risk factors through advocacy, education mobilization and action.

· Vision: Resilient youth in a healthy drug free community

· TRY Coalition has been recognized on national, state and local levels as an instrument of change.

· TRY holds monthly meetings facilitated by school staff in elementary schools, middle schools, and high schools.

· Areas covered in presentation:

· What is the environment? Is it healthy, unhealthy? Do you know?

· District 1 and District 4 is the higher risk communities in Durham.  We need to figure out how to live healthy in an unhealthy community.  Biggest question is “Why is the jail the largest building in Durham?”

· Products we recognize advertisement by letters and not by jiggles or slogans.  Small children and youth sees advertising for drinking beer and smoking (“Krave E-cigs”).

· Young people on T.V. do adult things because they are adults portraying youth age characters.  Example: GLEE Corey Monteith, dead at age 31 and struggled with addiction since he was a teenager.

· T.R.Y. helped to get Four Loku banded and will continue through advocacy to band other products that targets young adults.  Five drinks are considered binge drinking and Four Loku contained 5 servings in one purchase. 
· Other examples mentioned:  Marijuana deposits 4 times more tar in the lungs than tobacco. Also with cross contamination of seeds, it is hard to find a pure marijuana seed that is not contaminated.  Recommended guideline for caffeine is 100 mg per day, Monster drink has 240mg in a serving which is the equivalent of 7 cans of soda.
· Seven strategies used for community change and of the seven the main one to change is policy.  Policy reflects behavior change!

· Youth groups have participated across the state to band against destructive decisions (B.A.D.D.).  If you know of schools who may want to sign up, they can get a red ribbon if signed up by October 20, 2014.

· To help young people rise to an occasion, you have to give them an occasion to rise too.  T.R.Y gives tells them “Make it to your next birthday”
· YouTube videos by Raymond Coalition are available.  Look for Sticker Shock where youth went around to different  stores and placed red stickers on any product that contained alcohol; “alcohol pop”  and “Make Your Choice”
