Topic: Trump vs Clinton Mental Health Proposals- Scott Bryant-Comstock CEO and President at Children Mental Health Network
Scott provided background around his start in MH beginning in Pinehurst. Our struggles today are the same as it was back when he started his journey. He recommended we share information which pushes people to think of families who struggle with MH. We have Republicans and Democratic, right (conservatives) and left (liberals) wing, who all want the same thing as parent advocates…to be the voice for families.

        Trump Position on MH-Highlights-Supporters have their work cut out for them regarding Trumps’ MH plan relating to the core comprehensive MH policies. How do we respond to Steve Bannon, CEO Trump Presidential Campaign who was quoted saying, “I’ve got a cure for mental health issue, spank your children more,” and during the third Republican presidential debate Donald Trump made this statement [quoted] “I feel that the gun-free zones and, you know, when you say that, that’s target practice for the sickos and for the mentally ill. They look around for gun-free zones.”
The two statements do not make a policy and work will need to be done at the top. When you speak with your representatives in NC, you need to be very firm with your stand on the different proposals on evidence base models and who within the group is making the decision.

        Clinton Position on MH Highlights- Hilary Clinton has a reputation for being a policy freak and her MH policy is comprehensive.  A few of her highlights from her stand on MH is: Promote early diagnosis and intervention, integrate our nation’s mental and physical health care systems, improve criminal justice outcomes and others are listed on her agenda for MH. A review of highlights can be located on cmhnetwork.org. This is all things we can get behind.
The Institute of Medicine or IOM report needs to be read because there are some pieces that are strong in there. So, what the Clinton policy plan is saying and what we are saying in NC in the IOM report is similar.  We want to write about how the collaborative is moving forward and how we are being advocates for diversity.  Keep the points in mind when meeting with your legislators.
Project Launch was under the scope in Alamance County and key people were watching to see what the outcomes would be. SOC in Alamance had a different approach to this model. The foundation has kept its focus and is moving forward in other communities. CDSA changed some of the ways they were thinking due to the Project Launch Initiative. Parts will be adopted and incorporated into the block grants and the next steps around toxic stress.  From this model, Triple P was offered as well in Alamance.

If Clinton wins...meet with legislators and mention what you are working on to start an opening within the tools in her plan. You can also do it with Trump if he wins and express which point you find imperative to set as a policy priority. 

Explanation of the MH Block grant...Trump MH block grant wants to give money to the block grant to the states to do as they see fit. Clinton wants to increase block grant funding to focus on FEP (first episode psychosis). She wants it to be an intervention of an early episode of psychosis which helps us to reach out to young people in transition. Enforce MH parity to the full extent of the law by strengthening federal monitoring of health insurer compliance with network adequacy requirements. More information relating to the MH Block grant can be shared by Susan Robinson.

Suggestion:  You can take any or all bullets on the PowerPoint slide and identify which ones are important for creating a one-page fact sheet.  IOM, Division Plan, Clinton Plan...put it together and have a strong voice.  The collaborative members suggested bringing CMH Network in on the regional learning collaboratives to use as a resource.

Topic: North Carolina’s Campaign to Raise the Age”- Brandy Bynum-Rural Forward NC - 
Highlight data on 16 and 17-year-old youth in the adult systems.
NC is one of the only 2 states that automatically prosecutes all 16 and 17-year-old youth as adults, regardless of the offense. “Once an adult always an adult.” Another way a 13 or 14 year old can be transferred to the adult system is at the discretion of the judge.  Since 2000, juvenile crimes are decreasing significantly. 67% of the complaints are minor offenses. 80% of offenses committed by 16 and 17-year-old youth in the adult system were misdemeanors.  Kids of color, males especially, are disproportionately impacted.  Only 26 per of NC population but 60 70 percent of juvenile and adult system population.

Why raise the age? Not raising the age creates an accelerated school to prison pipeline in NC.  The issue is backed by a lot of research like adolescent brain research. Kids will try things because their brain is not fully developed until the age of 25. NC has the worst policies and is viewed as an uneven playing field. Community stakeholders and Leadership are working to help pass Raise the Age.
The Governors Task Force also included the need to change th e policy. Working in the adult system, it creates a lot of trauma when you put young kids in adult facilities.  When these young children try to re-enter society, stigma follows them due to having adult charge(s).  There is an Increased risk of sexual and violent assault of youth in adult facilities. For example, youth under the age of 18 in adult facilities are eight times more likely to be raped than adult inmates. Youth are 36 times more likely to commit suicide in an adult jail than in a juvenile detention facility. Access to public benefits and to higher education once faced with a criminal background is limited and leads to areas of poverty.
Communication is a key strategy to get the messages out here on Raise the Age. Make sure the voices in the system are being heard and together approach the issues through community outreach and support.  This In 2011 bipartisan bills were filed and were not heard in the committee but was an opportunity to begin the conversation.
