Discussion: Joanne Scaturro, Agency Co-Chair provided background information on herself. She wants us all to feel that here, at the collaborative, we are a soft place to land for one another when working for children, youth and families.

Topic: Special Guest: Pat Solomon. She is one of the pioneers of the state collaborative dating back many years.  She is now retired from the Sandhills area.  Pat still advocates for youth, family, and children. NC Child will be meeting Monday March 7, 2016 to work on expanding Medicaid.  She shared her thoughts on “How do we support teachers and providers?”.  She suggested the collaborative to have this discussion, find our feet and be proactive. 
Suggestion: Maybe we can add this piece to the conference panel on how to address the support of teachers. 
Welcome Back Hope Newsome, NC Counsel of Child First Program. She is glad to be back with us. 
Topic: Group agreements/expectations: Review and at each meeting we will check in with our ground rules to measure where we are. 
Topic:  SOC State Conference: We will have an opportunity to receive updates on policies and initiatives that relate to SOC around the state. To help guide the state policy panel at the SOC conference, a workgroup session occurred during the meeting.  Each workgroup team read out their questions and concerns. After hearing the report out from each team, the co-chairs sense these questions cannot only be used for the policy panel at the conference but will also be beneficial in developing our strategic plan in September.  All questions will be presented in the minutes or as an attachment.  The opening of the SOC Conference could include a video that will allow us to show how SOC has evolved across the state in the last 20 years. Suggestion is for a bullet point in the video of what SOC principles are and what they are NOT.  This suggestion lead to a rich and lively conversation around guardianship. Family Agency Collaborative Team (FACTT)- two youth proposals could be shared through this connection.  We need to find out if other community collaboratives can be encouraged to participate and offer recognition at the conference to help fuel their interest as a way to engage them in this process. There will be a poster group session allowing local community collaboratives to network during the conference. We will also have a self-care room throughout the conference. 
Virtual meeting space/SOC breeze room will be expanding this meeting and inviting SOC coordinators, family partners and local collaborative chairs to this monthly webinar to push out SOC agendas statewide.
Topic:  Social Marketing:  Brandon reported out on how social marketing sub-committee can assist with marketing the SOC Conference. He read out the list of Listserv’s he was aware of and asked if any others could be added.  Suggestions were given and will be sent to him via email or after the collaborative meeting.
