	Topic: “Certified Community Behavioral Health Clinics”-Guest Speaker Irina Kolobova, MA, CCRP-Project Director, Division of Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities and Substance Abuse Services
Protecting access to Medicare Act (H.R.4302) In NC, we want to use this model to improve mental health and substance abuse disorder services. We have one year to complete our goal consisting of six areas of criteria to meet and cover ages birth to death. All states awarded the CCBHC Planning Grants are expected to apply for the demonstration program due October 31, 2016. Twenty-four states expected to apply and from that, eight states will be chosen for the demonstration program. Like a manage care model, one urban and one rural site is being funded to compare at the national level. We will have to solicit input from consumers and family members, as well as conducting outreach, recruit and engage populations(s).  We have monthly meetings and if attending in person, families and youth will receive stipends for their participation. We have five months to identify two sites and assist clinics with meeting certification standards.
