For example, working through conflicts. The Exec. Committee will support anyone in conflict and try to assist in resolving the matter.  Being responsive is what the exe committee wants by supporting and offering it as a resource.

Comment: Have one meeting a month to address any concerns or issues anyone is having. We talk of being transparent so this will help us understand each other's perspective. To establish trust we need to understand where each of us is coming from and appreciate the value of one another.
Area address by Co-Chairs: Recruitment: Recruit the movers and shakers of this group to help us advocate. You/We are not stopping on these children!!!

Shared suggestion from Family Partners and local collaborative(s) from the Family Partner quarterly meeting held April 14, 2016: They would like to see the state collaborative take more of a stand representing a parallel process relating to the needs of the communities and families. Executive Director of NC Families United along with the State SOC Coordinator is trying to bridge this gap. 
Topic: SOC Conference update: 180 people have register for the conference and additional individuals are expected to register soon.  Hotel room discounted rate has been extended! Register by May 4 to get rooms at the price of $89. Networking table 5-7 Thursday May 19, 2016....12 individuals have committed to having a table and there are others interested that Joanne will follow up with.

Presenter:  Maurita Miller, Executive Director, In Our Shoes: A Project to Assist Foster Youth Who Are Experiencing Homelessness
Warm up exercise: Identifying with Kids in Foster Care… Split in groups and discuss the feeling you had when you were leaving home for the first time. The group should be two people whom does not know one another. Report out given.  The presenter Mautita Miller opened with a video.  We need new solutions for these kids. A child in Foster care spoke of his story. Full diploma program was explained. Presenter said she can help if anyone wants to learn how to get kids back in school by attending school at home.  We work with landlords and help them with transition. About 1000 kids a month ages out of foster care and put on the street.

Hope Center at Pullen in Raleigh <http://hopecenteratpullen.org/>: Presenter Rashidah Myrie....We strengthen kids to give them the tools they need to success. Families together will help with connecting kids in need of housing.  Once we figure out we are all after the same thing, a lot of our conflict ended. We can't get lost because the young people will get lost.  We ask them what is or isn't working in this service for them. Transparency has to happen.  Orange and Durham county have this program that is funded thru the UNITED WAY.  Foster Youth Opportunities and Fostering Families Success is the name of the collaboratives.

Discussion...Information sharing is a huge way of building and strengthening commitment. Barbara Leach will share more info with Renee regarding the “Rethinking Guardianship initiative” so it information can be shared with the collaborative members. State Collaborative has a resource page we can place things members feel is relative to our mission and vision. Send materials to Renee for posting/sharing.
