Topic: Committee Reports: Social Marketing & Communication: Brandon shared an invite to join SM to brainstorm the design of the State Collaborative website. Members present were asked to place an asterisk beside their name on the sign in sheet if they would like to meet with the committee on June 24, 2016.
Topic: Feedback/Update from the May 19 & 20, 2016 SOC conference: 
Co-chairs are following up with State Policy Panel representatives holding individual meetings. First meeting occurred yesterday, June 9, 2016 with Billy Lassiter, Deputy Commissioner for JJ and Youth and Families of the Governor’s Task Force on MHSA. He is an advocate for families within the DJJ system. DJJ will be holding Town Hall meetings within communities regarding the age of 16 being adjudicated as an adult law. NC Families United, the statewide family organization, will assist as the front line support and an invite will go out to SaySo and Youth MOVE, NC encouraging their youth to participate in the town meetings in August.  The collaborative will also assist in writing letters and training families of the 68 16 year olds that are currently in a adult correctional facility. NC Families United will also assist with this effort. Mr. Lassiter spoke of JCPC and JJSAMHP as well as other resources that could provide support.  There was also a discussion on bringing each local collaborative together by offering training and recruiting depending on the need of the communities. 
State Collaborative Co chairs asked, “How we (State Collaborative), JJ and local collaboratives work together for recruitment?” Can we pilot a module to help with recruitment? State Collaborative will assist in developing papers on “what to bring to a town hall meeting” and talking points. Mr. Lassiter has volunteered to help us develop the talking points.

Suggestion/comment from collaborative members:

· What barriers have been shown with the drug courts? We need to look at braiding of funding to offer trainings and address the misunderstanding of what family partners/family partner coordinators are because only EBP’s get funding. We need to be sure all funneling is done thru NC Families United and be able to build state data. We need the cooperation from the state leaders.

· Local collaboratives are being ask to create strategic goals and develop a relationship with JJ and BH.  The work they do in planning should address the barriers in the communities. Stepping Up initiative can help build connections a well as help coordinate pieces. We, members of the State Collaborative as stakeholders need to be the front line for families and youth to talk to legislators and state leader. We need to unite family leaders and FPC across the state. 
· Infrastructure is not the same for all collaborative. So there has to be some feedback from the upper state level leaders of what needs to be occurring at the local collaboratives. The local collaboratives do not have access to data and they want too.

The State aspires to coordinate with local collaborative and FPC to reinforce the work being conducted throughout the state. The state collaborative co-chairs will continue doing follow ups from the conference policy panel and work with establishing bonds. All members will be involved in these relationship bonds as we move forward with our work.
MCOs and Family Partner/SOC Coordinators have different views on how establishing relationship should occur.  Terri can provide us with a collective report regarding data gathered from local collaboratives to help us teach others about what we are doing.  Regional conference planning will assist us to address barriers in communities. 

Topic: Information and Resources about Sex Trafficking- LeAnne Etheridge Graham, Boys and Girls Home: A copy of the slides was disseminated. Word usage is important to understand when dealing with certain risk factors, for example the word victim should be used and not prostitute or criminal. By understanding the environment from the life of the child, we can learn how to approach delicate issues.

Exploited children become addicts when the exploiter (aka pimp, trafficker, sex offender, abuser, etc..) introduce drugs to gain control over the victim. Sex trafficking in the US statistics shows 38,600 runaways at risk each year, 200,000-300,000 at risk in the US each year and 14,500-17,500 foreign nationals trafficked into the US each year.  80-90% trafficked youth have been sexually abuse prior to trafficking. Some environmental risk factors include poverty, homelessness, violence, street-involved culture, and foster care as well as other factors. StAT (Stand Against Trafficking) is a private faith based agency in NC that sims to bring awareness and prevention of sexual exploitation to local county and state communities. Their service assists in bringing the cycle of abuse and sexual exploitation in their lives.  
Comments: We need to change our wording and have open discussions about human trafficking so we can stop the damage being done with children.  We need to uplift the children so they are not vulnerable to their culture. There should be a discussion regarding the difference between sex trafficking and human trafficking. Reiterate these individuals are victims that have been groomed and abused into the way of life. We should not put the burden of preventing this on the victim. We need to educate parents/caregivers of the flags to look for regarding at risk youth. Boys are reported as showing the gender that under reports abuse and trafficking.  

Resources recommended for additional information is StAT and youtube to learn more on this subject.
