Topic: New Business:  Addressing the Issue of kids age sixteen treated as an adult. The collaborative members will work with Bill Lassiter, Deputy Commissioner for JJ and Co-Chair for the workgroup of the Governor’s task force, in putting the word out regarding town hall meetings as well as working with him to develop a position paper. 

Topic: Co-Chairs present on their meeting with Kevin Kelley:  As the co-chairs for NC Collaborative, we will work with Kevin Kelley, NC Division of Social Services on child welfare language and provide trainings with pilot being done with the local and state collaborative. The program improvement plan includes family voice throughout the plan relating to all the required trainings. It was recommended that DSS research and connect with NC Families United regarding the Family Partner certification process. Anytime we are meeting with Kevin Kelley or Bill Lassiter, we schedule a follow up meeting to help with the children cabinet to represent a coalition. Kevin's group will involve more family members and youth in child welfare to help with policies and as a collaborative we can be sure their voice is heard within focus groups and trainings.  Referrals for families can go to Joanne and Stacy.
Topic: Co-Chairs present on their meeting with Terri Grant, State System of Care Coordinator and Eric Harbour, Child Mental Health Team Lead:  We need to strengthen our role as the steering committee over the SOC grant. We are really pushing for the position of Family Partner Coordinators.  Our chance to legislate for children will be during the town hall meetings. We need to partner with NCCHILD to push policy and advocate for children for the raise the age initiative. When developing our regional conference(s), we should incorporate the need of each community that was shared in the town hall meetings. An example of support for family voice is the current work of the children cabinet performed by Bill Hussy, Director Exceptional Children Division, NC Dept. of Public Instruction and members of the cabinet.
Topic: BECOMING presenters Brandon Alexander and Jen Meade: Started on their grant 6 years ago to develop clinical services. Demographics mainly 18+ with mood disorders, ADHD...76% have not graduated from high school and 72% reported some form of abuse. We applied what we were learning and developed levels of care to address the needs of 16-21 years of age. Level 2 was a fast track on less urgent needs of kids compare to those on level which showed more urgent needs. Life needs will link youth with a care coordinator or youth resource specialist.  Most level one youth agreed to LOS (longitudinal outcomes study). Instruments used in evaluation were BERS Scales, Reynolds Adolescent Depression and the RCMAS scales. Topic: FACTT: presented by co-chair, Joanne: FACTT began about 6 years ago to ensure family is a part of the training partnerships with agencies. Heart to Heart training is an example of modeling partnership training which provides feedback at the end of each training. We have developed family leadership which is a one on one mini heart to heart. We have looked at family voice and how it has been presented on the Legislative level.  Bi-monthly meetings held the first Friday of the month. Contact Kara Allen Eckard is interested on getting one on one or providing the training for one specific agency.
Topic: NC CHILD UPDATE: Working on the budget and teachers pay has been resolved but state employee pay is still unsettled.  HB 1080 is being discussed in the current session. Tax payer bills of rights in Colorado 5.5% tax ceiling and how a fix tax will affect everyone and what is affected with the limits. 
Question: Who does the information sharing in the community?  
Answer: NC Child is one of the presenters...Jennifer Mahan will share resource links with Renee to include in the minutes. Gary Ander will forward updates to Renee and the updates will be sent out with the reminder and agenda for each mtg.

Topic: Health Disparities Subcommittee: Paul Savery Poverty and racism affects the health of children in NC. We are looking into inequalities and working on our strategic plan. A future presentation can be done to provide additional details regarding the work of this subcommittee members.
