Topic: Presentation on “Raise the Age”-William Lassiter, Deputy Commissioner of Juvenile Justice at NC Department of Public Safety:  Review of the mission of Juvenile Justice (JJ). An area of unfair advantage for students which may hinder acceptance in college is having to check a box for fighting in school. 
If someone is going to invest, they need to see that it works.  The New York House of Refuge became the first movement in what was to later become the juvenile justice system. Juvenile Justice NC started in the 1900 under one of the Kings five daughters. She saw a chain gang consisting of men estimated to be around 50 years old working beside a youth. They began a change to save children from chain gangs.  From 1909 to 1968 there were eight training schools developed and by the 1970s Juvenile Justice was broken into two separate branches that did not communicate well. By 1980 a new juvenile code became effective. William M case started a big step in NC for removing juveniles from adult jails and getting community base programs to help these kids with mental health challenges.

History: Twentieth Century was discussed starting with 1997.  In 2008, we open more facilities for juveniles and in 2011, legislators closed two of those new buildings and changed the model again, going back to the way things were before. By the year 2013 as part of the strategic goals the joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Justice and Public Safety requested a review of youth development centers.  In 2014, the JJ strategic plan involved renovations and reinvestment of facilities. JJ will phase out outdated/unsafe facilities and look at renovating and expanding remaining facilities while continuing to provide treatment and education rooted in cognitive-behavior approach, targeting criminogenic needs. 
Transitional residential expansion programs for youth cover the criteria of youth must attend school or college and have a job to participate in the program. The plan or contract has an 89% effective rate of youth that sign the agreement through the youth develop center. Our data has shown juvenile crime is at a 6 year low and delinquency rate has dropped every year since 2010. There is a change in the number of children in detention statewide but it still shows a disproportion.

Youth mental health first aid is being required as a training that court counselors have to attend. With the schools, they have seen an increase in resource officers attending those trainings. Top 10 juvenile offenses ...1. Simple assault. Third highest is disorderly conduct in schools.
Raise the age: We know more about the brain today then we did in 1919. Evidence base policy... Age 25 Males and age 23 for females are when we discover the brain is fully developed. Last part to develop is the frontal cortex that holds the ability to reason right and wrong. Impulse control happens around 25 years of age. Sensation-seeming declines at 25-30 years of age.  Preferences for risk peaks at 16 &17 years old and drops off at the age ofb18. So if the kids are told they can be punished as an adult, they love it because they are risk takers prior to becoming 18 years of age.  

Why raise the age in NC? Children age 16/17 are 4xs more likely to be rape, and 10xs more likely to be abused. Best way to save state money is to make sure the kids are not coming back in the system. Age appropriated services makes better sense.
Raising the age will save the state an estimate of $99 million dollars in the first year alone.
