· Strategic Plan Dec 8 & 9, 2016... Place on your calendar.
· Joann provided an update on the Raise the Age issue in Asheville. We need to advocate especially at the JJ level. 
· Co-chairs discussed and reviewed with members the executive committees drafting of the Regional SOC Learning Institutes. The state leaders will be asked for their “Hot” topics to develop a survey for establishing major talking points/topics. Each community will be asked to rate these “Hot” topics on a scale of 1 to 5, five being the most important. The topic ranking the highest will be featured as that communities Learning Institutes main session. The next two or three topics ranking the highest will be used as session break outs. There will be a featured speaker and discussion of local legislative issues at lunch time. There will be family cafés for round table discussions with breakout sessions. We will submit a request to the finance committee for stipends to be provided to youth and families. State leaders have agreed to share the information announcing the Regional SOC Learning Institutes on their Listservs, let us know if you want to be a part of the planning group working on rolling out the regionals.

Suggestion from collaborative member: Maybe we can ask the state office to recommend a person from state level to volunteer. Have each of the 7 MCOs to designate 1 or 2-point person so that there are not too many people leading the cause.  
              Keep giving us your feedback on the roll out of the Regional SOC Learning Institutes.
· The executive committee will meet with each co-chair(s) of our sub-committees prior to the strategic planning so we can see how we can support and infuse funds as well as energy for group committee success.
· Announcement: Gail Cormier addressed the proposed case management demonstration project that came out of the recommendations from the Governor’s Task Force: Tier management will be implemented and a site will be chosen to do case management using the Wraparound module tool. The taskforce requested about 5 million and will roll out this work over the course of three years. Three Family Partners and one Youth Partner will be used in the proposed case management process.  This plan was submitted yesterday (August 25, 2016) so we will have to wait and see what comes out of plan if it is awarded. 
Topic: Prevent Child Abuse of NC: Presentation by Sharon Hirsch.  Sharon discussed PCANC mission and explained how they support parents through the development of safe, stable, nurturing environments for children. The way we talk to our children is important. They are funded through CDC for 5yrs and are implementing some NC IOM TASK FORCE suggestions. The use of ACES (Adverse Childhood Experiences) makes abuse and neglect a social issue and not just a mental health issue. The video on TEDMED related to the ACES study of neurological behavior and development and how the pathways are interrupted with toxic stress can be viewed using this link:  https://www.ted.com/talks/nadine_burke_harris_how_childhood_trauma_affects_health_across_a_lifetime?language=en. 
 What we know works to protect families fall under five protective factors which is located on this website < http://www.whatmakesyourfamilystrong.org/RememberProtectiveFactors.html> Knowledge of parenting and child development relates to understanding child development and parent strategies that support healthy child development.
