New Business:
Richard Martin reported that the School MH Initiative at DPI was voted down by the School 

Board of Education.  The State Board of Education received public feedback to NOT adopt the School Mental Health policy mostly on the grounds that it was perceived as an unfunded mandate.  
We need to be supporting and helping get the word out about the School Mental Health policy and help others understand what is being proposed.  It was suggested we could contact WRAL to get some exposure since they have been covering this.  Gail Cormier will send to the collaborative the list of people to contact with numbers\emails.  Libby Jones or Terri Grant will send to Renee the proposed policy to share with the list serve.
(Libby emailed the policy to Renee during the meeting)
This policy addresses the whole child and goes beyond academics to support our at risk students.  It also supports The Whole School, Whole Community, Whole Child framework through focus on the mental health and substance abuse issues of students in the schools as well as Charter Schools.   There are some schools already that can bill Medicaid to help with children getting services.   Richard mentioned that we could be looking at what work is being done across the state and sharing what’s working.  
It was suggested that the School Based Mental Health subcommittee of the Collaborative could look at doing a  white paper or talking points to show support.

Upcoming event:  Youth Leadership series. This will be held at Camp Weaver. Jadda Jefferies will send the information to Renee to send out.

Paul Savery announced a documentary on a Veteran with PTSD.  PBS will be airing it on Memorial Day and the film maker has offered to come to communities or organizations to show the film and hold discussions. This film goes behind the screen on the veteran name Alex and the caregiver and depicts how PTSD affected the family.  Paul with check with the film out reach person and the film maker to see if they could present at the collaborative.   Stacy Justiss will share the link with Renee to send out to the group if interested.
 

Melea Rose-Waters mentioned a Learning and Leadership Summit that will be held March 8.  They will be doing a screening on Resilience.  Melea will send out information on the event.

Gerri Smith shared information on advocating for disabilities. There will be a Upward to Financial Stability Train the Trainer sessions coming up and she is sending Renee the information to share with the collaborative.   Youth, family, and agency need to develop a team to help train this as representation for the Collaborative.  Co operative learning may need to be contacted to see if they are interested. Chandrika sent Renee a flyer for trainings and ask to share with group.

Garron Rogers talked about the Raise the Age bill he is working with in partnership with Billy Lassiter.  It may be filed in March and in June at the Center Communications meeting they will be speaking.
Regarding youth/young male offenders...Joanne and Garron will work on this to see what they can give the reporter for this piece.

Paul Savery and Dawn Manus reported out on the MH in school presentation scheduled for Tuesday Feb. 28, 2017. The turnout is expected to be full with 60 people having registered for the event and a waiting list of 25 people.

The first System of Care Institute will be May 11 and will be in Johnston County.

By-Laws:  Proposed changes to the by-laws were read and those eligible to vote were given ballots. 
Discussion occurred regarding the attendance.  There were some concerns that a few were not eligible to vote but felt they had been present 4 out of the last 6 meetings.  After reviewing the last 6 meeting attendance minutes one correction was made.  Seventeen were eligible to vote and 12 were in attendance to vote.  Since past minutes have been approved we cannot change the attendance but if someone can show they were present at 4 out of the last 6 minutes then it will be noted in the minutes of the next meeting.  However, this will not change those eligible to vote.  It was strongly suggested that participants please make sure to sign in.  Voting occurred and proposed changes passed.


Thank you to Melea Rose-Waters for securing a location for the upcoming Child and Family Team training. The training will be in Fayetteville February 27th and 28th. 

Joanne Scaturro announced the upcoming Child and Family Team trainings.  

· February 27-28 in Fayetteville.    

· March 16-17 in Asheville.

· March 29 – 31st Kannapolis.  This is the 1st Train the Trainer.  This training will allow participants to train Child and Family Team trainings.

· June 28 – 30 Eastpointe catchment area for the 2nd Train the Trainer.

All current trainers of CFT have to go through the revised CFT train the trainer.  The training committee will commit to holding as many Train the Trainers as needed in the next 12 months as long as funds are available.  After July 1, 2017 the old CFT1 training will no longer be an approved training and trainers not approved for the new Revised CFT 1 training will be unable to train.

System of Care Expansion Grant (SOC EX):  The State Collaborative Executive committee is where the SOC EX state team will regularly meet with the SOC Executive Committee to discuss steering committee advisement. The collaborative will have opportunity to provide feedback.  There will be a place holder on our agenda to discuss issues if needed.
