	Announcements:  
· Cathy Stevenson’s father-in-law died this morning.

· Pat Solomon fell and broke her wrist and will be having surgery next Tuesday.

· Fred Douglas’s brother-in-law died this week.
Garron Rogers stated he is working with Adam Sotak of NC Child on Raise the Age and not Billy Lassiter as stated in the minutes February 24, 2017.  Since the minutes were passed we could not make the correction so he wanted it noted in today’s minutes.
Topic:   Presentation by Scott Compton with Springbrook Behavioral Health.

Springbrook provides programming to treat the behaviors of dually diagnosed clients on the Autism Spectrum.
They are based in SC but work in NC, Virginia, TN, GA and Florida.  They started with 8 beds and just males.  They have grown to 68 beds and both male and females. They serve 5 – 18 year olds but some can stay up age 21 in some cases.  These are children who used to be kept at home and were a considered to have a serious safety issue at home or severe and profound behaviors that needed this service.

The student to staff ratio is 6 to 2 if they are high functioning and 2 to 1 if low functioning. 
Springbrook provides enhanced services, ABA (applied behavioral analysis), RBT (registered behavioral technicians – they take care of the day to day stuff), Occupational Therapist and a Speech Pathologist. 
Currently they are in 5 of the 7 MCO’s. The only 2 they are not in are Vaya and Cardinal.

They provide strong transitional plans but finding in home providers has been a challenge.  In 2015 80% of the kids in NC returned home with Intensive In Home services and the other 20% went to level 3 or foster care.

A question was asked if Springbrook is utilizing any of the local community collaboratives to get any support.  At this time they do not have anything formal in place around local collaboratives.  
             Presentation by Jalisa Lewis and Olivia Newton with AMIkids
AMIkids originated in 1960 in Orlando, Florida.  They offer FFT (functional family therapy).  Their program is Evidenced Based and for 10-17 year olds.  Referrals come from the courts.  They work with the entire family and that could include a neighbor or whoever is influential in the youths’ life. 
AMIkids has 3 phases:  

1. Engagement and motivation

2. Behavior change and introduce skill changes

3. Generalization – linking the family to community resources

AMIkids is a non-profit and are funded through the Department of Public Safety.  They are in year 2 of a 5-year funding cycle.  Their goal is to get kids/youth off probation.  They will work with undocumented kids/youth. The youth must be on Level 1 or Level 11 probation with a high-risk score or high need.  Services start right away.  Families do not have to wait for services to start.  They usually work with the family a minimum of 3 months
There was a discussion on using NC Families United as support for the parents and YOUTH MOVE as support and leadership training for the youth.  
Other announcements:  

· YOUTH MOVE leadership this Saturday.

· March 21st Navigating New Motherhood at the School of Social Work at UNC.  Time:  12-2 with reception before hand.

· CFT Asheville is full.  Train the trainer (training participants to train CFT) March is full with a wait list and June is almost full.  A possible 3 Train the trainer will be announced as well as rescheduling the CFT in Dare county.

· Cabbahs are sunsetting, meaning its in legislation to be removed and that means the state plan will be opened up.  The question is how do we put in place replacements so we don’t lose services like Day Treatment or Intensive in Home.

· Connie Hawkins has retired from ECAC and they are looking nationally for a new ED.

Terri Grant gave an update on the SOC expansion grant.  The Project management team met with their new project officer in Tampa.  They had a Family Partner, Youth representation and an evaluator present.  The SAMHSA site visit is May 9-11.  Report out is usually the last day.  However, May 11 is the SOC institute for Alliance so many collaborative members would not be there for the report out.  A suggestion was made to invite the SAMHSA site team members to the institute and report out there.
Community of Practice on Transitional Youth workgroup co chairs Amy Horgan and Damie Jackson Diop presented a 30 minute paper presentation in Tampa and was well received.
