	Topic:  Farmer/Veteran Documentary.  Presenter Kim Lan-Gout-- Farmer/Veteran Documentary is a portrait of a combat veteran's struggle to overcome PTSD.  Alex Sutton is a combat veteran and this documentary shows his transition as a veteran to life as a farmer on 43 acres in rural North Carolina. Alex has experienced three tours of Iraq and takes multiple medications as a way of keeping him stable.  This is his third attempt to rebuild his life. 
The documentary is impacting advocates in others field as well as work being done with veterans across the state.  
The film debuted on Memorial Day and reported to have over 2 million viewers.  The film is available for viewing at PBS.org till June 29, 2017. 
The film will be used as a tool to teach others what its like to suffer from PTSD.

Ways this documentary can be used to help Veterans:
· Curriculum base development 
· Used in staff development 
· Faith base communities 
· Social work 
Some veterans feel when returning home that services are not available like they should be leaving veterans to struggle on their own. Farmer/Veteran project is currently trying to fund a project in Little Rock. The contact person there has veterans who are experiencing re-entry to the workforce in their communities.
This film touches on many layers of trauma and its effect so it would be ideal to use the film for training purposes. It could be structured to fit target audiences. 
The film is good but it needs to be rounded out by professionals to help move it along to the next step. Panelist format has been done to help understand where to go from after viewing the film. 
Some areas covered during the panel session: 
· How PTSD affects families and veterans 
· How to address the issues we see. 
· How do we process the film from the end to the next moment?
