	Topic: Resiliency-Melea Rose-Waters, MSW, Prevent Child Abuse North Carolina 
Members had the opportunity to view the one-hour movie, Resilience "The Biology of Stress and The Science of Hope", directed by James Redford. This movie is a companion piece to James Redford’s previous movie “Paper Tiger” which changed the environment for the school and community where filming was taking place.  Prevent Child Abuse NC purchased the “rights” for the movie Resilience which allows them to present the movie across the state of NC. Metaphorically speaking, this movie is a door that can open communication in communities.  Since the mid-1990's, research has been conducted on toxic stress but we still do not see the public health shift needed to address mental health needs.

Resilience, a new documentary that probes into the science of Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACEs) which impacts long-term health. 

ACEs Five Protective Factors:

1. Social and Emotional Competence- Children’s early experience of developing relationships with adults.

2. Knowledge of Parenting & Child Development

3. Resilience- Parents who can cope with everyday stress

4. Concrete Support- Families that can meet their basic needs

5. Social Connections- Parents with a social supportive friends, family, and neighbors
Open Qs & As for discussion regarding the movie:

    Question: Around issues in rural and urban areas, some of these areas have limited to zero resources. How is this being address?
    Answer: Trainers of ACES will go into the community where the training is occurring so they can understand the environment of the community.  

    Question: Is ACES being conducted in NC? 
    Answer: Yes, Halifax which does not have a lot of resources. 
   Question: What policies and procedures have changed for NC as it relates to the ACES study?

  Answer: Currently, Prevent Child Abuse NC (PCANC) is in the process of gathering information on ACEs screenings and how the results are being used to change policies and procedures. ACEs screenings may become a part of the Community Child Abuse Prevention Plans that PCANC is helping to develop across the state which will strengthen families and provide the safe, stable, nurturing relationships and environments all children need and deserve.

Generalized Question: How are we addressing MH for parents of children with a diagnosis? 

Answer: Family Partners and Family Partner Coordinators throughout the state assist with educating, advocating, and supporting parents and young adults across systems. 
The outlook for future: CCPT and local collaborative are in the process of building plans. Wake, Durham, and Buncombe communities are currently working on ACES for their communities.
