	Topic: NC Lock Up Your Meds Campaign: http://www.lockyourmeds.org/nc/ 
Treatment and recovery and prevention received money from the federal government in response to the opioid crisis in NC. To reduce overdoses and deaths.  Serve 1,460 the first year in treatment and recovery.
This is a National, media campaign on the prevention side of the grant.

This initiative consists of two parts: State Release and Recipients [on the ground]

Some counties are implementing through county resources or using funds given through this grant. Prevention-Delivered: approach to behavioral health and seeing prevention as part of overall care.  Delivered prior to the onset of a disorder.

Lock up your meds NC: has 4 images associated with this campaign that they have been approved to use and share as long as the message on the templates are not changed in anyway.  The target population for this campaign is adults instead of kids because they are trying to change the environment of where the drugs are accessed.

Safe disposal of older meds not being used any longer is another part of this campaign. Statistics show 67% of people who abuse prescription medications get them from family and friends. Prescription drug abuse in many cases leads to heroin abuse, due to the high availability and low cost of heroin and the chemical similarities between both Opioids. 1,000 North Carolinians die every year due to prescription medication overdose. For every 1 overdose death, there is 17 emergency department visits and more than 9 hospitalizations due to overdose.  Only 5% of kids get these drugs from outside sources. Another drug on the rise other than opioids is tranquilizers. The three most commonly abused classes of medications are opioids, central nervous system depressants, and stimulants. Members stated that possibly you could work with youth on this campaign. Asking youth to take the material and get the message out.  The LME MCO gets funding on the collation and environmental pieces. There are SA Coordinators and veteran representatives located in each local LME/MCO. DHHS hosts monthly calls with those LME/MCO representatives. The map image shows which LME counties across the state are participating with Prevention DHHS in this program and service updates regarding addressing challenges and identifying resources, and promoting best practices
Paul Savery commented on the connection between the ACES study and SA in that the creators of the ACES tool revised the ACES to include SA indicators.  Presenter was encouraged to reach out to Melea Rose-Waters, Prevent Child Abuse NC. (Stacy will e-connect)
