	Old Business / Open Discussion:  
The floor was opened to discuss any old business.  It was mentioned that institutions are being built and its getting kids out of their community. Someone questioned that maybe this is because of  Raise the Age and getting youth out of adult facilities and into youth facilities.  

Specific concerns with providers and families were brought up and the group would like to begin addressing it.  The group would like to see a problem resolution around service delivery.

Suggestions brought up and discussed:

Bring in building Bridges to present at a collaborative meeting.Invite 

Benchmarks to make a presentation as well as the collaborative.

Someone wanted to know what providers are being monitored and if we know that then we can share it with families.

As a group, we need to be looking at what’s working already. 

We would like to see the problem be well framed 

The discussion went into possibly having focus groups to get more family voice/input.  NC Families United offered to do the focus groups.  The focus groups would need to be done with families and providers.  It was suggested that the focus groups be done in stages and looking at “this is what helps”  and “this is what harms”.  

Action Steps:

The executive committee will take this up and take this information under advisement according to the by-laws.  The executive committee may look into developing a committee to help advocate for issues dealing with concerns of services and providers. 

We need to be able to frame the problems using the solution-focused framework.  The committee would need to have families, providers, consumers, LME/MCO’s DMHDDSAS and DMA.  The committee would need to have both a provider and parent/caregiver as co-chairs. 
Volunteers for this possible committee are Anthony Marino, Terri Grant, Frederick Douglas, Tangi Resper Teka Dempson, Gail Cormier and Mary Lloyd.
The executive committee will need to look to see if there are any other committees or groups out there already working on this issue.

New Business:   Membership Committee and Expansion Grant update will be tabled until the next meeting.

Cardinal is rescheduling their scheduled SOC Institute on March 14. The new date could be May or late May.
Dare County SOC Institute is scheduled for April 18, 2018.

Health Disparities reported that the presentation by Jadda Jefferies and Chandrika Brown on the Family Acceptance Project was excellent.
