	Topic: Prevent Child Abuse: April Pinwheel for Child Abuse Prevention Month 2018.
Melea Rose-Waters, PCANC Parent and Community Engagement Manager, passed out pinwheels for planting in the Redwoods garden prior to the meeting.
Presentations: Opioid Epidemic [Cont.]: Paul Savery, We have an addiction crisis. Don't chase the drug! This is why policies don’t work when you work to stop one drug, addicts will substitute another one. For black and Latino communities, the trend is upward for addition to opioid. Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACEs) score, a total sum of the different categories of ACEs reported by participants, shows the higher the score of more ACEs, the higher the risk for possible drug addiction (any drug). An increase of 46x’s more likely! If we are going to address our opioid crisis we need to look at ACES. Feletti is saying we are seeking to release ourselves. Drugs have a function and are directly related to how people overcome pain and suffering by self-medicating. 

War on Drugs makes no sense.  Manifested in “Just Say No” program and others.  We can’t arrest ourselves out of this crisis. We need to look at a prevention approach because ONLY a public health approach will lead us out of this crisis. Our current war on drugs is costing us 50 plus billion dollars annually. Comment: drug dealers are not drug traffickers.

No addiction is caused by psychological suffering.

Prevention reduces demand instead of reducing the amount of drugs. What are the long-term solutions to reduce supply?  We need to keep that in mind as well and offer an alternative. Appalachian provides recreational activities in the community to build resilience. World Health Organization believes "No physical health without mental health". While this may not directly address addiction but looking at the whole person.
