	Topic: Social Marketing: Video: “A Better Community” screenings The Social Marketing committee in partnership with DHHS worked on developing a film/video showcasing SOC in NC. The creator and editor of the film Steve Elizondo, WRAL Digital Media Administrator presented the film and discussed and identified with members opportunities for sharing and forums for discussion. 
Steve introduced himself and provided background on his work and the development and future of the videos. The hope is to show the documentary at film festivals. However, today we will use the film as a discussion piece on how we can move forward with the SOC message.  Steve noted that he hopes that people who view the film will understand the SOC message. Members watched the documentary in segments and provided feedback following each. The film is said to be in its final stage and no additional changes will be made.
Feedback on the first segment: 
· Members suggested and discussed utilizing the video to show families within the local communities as they are coming into different systems/portals. 
· Steve suggested that a way to disseminate the videos and get the message out is to place them on the collaborative website or YouTube. 
· To market the message Loretta Harper-Arnold, Corporate/TV Community Relations Director with Capitol Broadcasting Company & WRAL-TV suggested do more than one screening/airing of the documentary. 
· WRAL will be referring individuals to our website to continue developing the message to ensure the message of NC SOC is getting out to local communities. 
Feedback on the second segment: 
· What, who, and where to market this film? The teamwork in this room and Steve’s contacts at WRAL can help market this message. 
· Does private insurance cover these services for MH?  Yes and no. SOC is for every child. 
· Suggestion - incorporate the private health insurance components into the film. This would be an opportunity to partner with private insurance companies to include coverage to cover children’s who are age 18 and up. 
· SOC is for all children who do and do not have insurance or are Medicaid or non-Medicaid. SOC is a process, a way of how we do business in NC. It is not a program or a service and should not be viewed as a program. Medicaid covers stuff that private insurance cannot, so where do you go for additional funding to cover services that Medicaid does not cover? This would be done through Medicaid expansion. 
· There is a lot of pressure on families because providers will have to buy into this philosophy.  
· Feedback from Steve- show this film to private insurance companies. This will eliminate the step of failures.

Third & Fourth segment feedback:

· Have individuals interviewed within the documentary speak during the credits to keep attention/focus on the credits. 

· Need to bring it back to encompass a broader view of family struggles. Such as filming a family as they move through the system/portal [s] to have a more realistic view through the lens of families. 
· Steve’s hope is to reach those families/youth who are lost and hurting. For example, Resilience and the screenings that occurred, if communities can see this documentary then maybe it will assist in the understanding of what is going on with children and families.

The Social Marketing committee would like collaborative members to assist in showing this film within different areas across the state.
Chaney— Duke is in the process of collecting surveys from youth and families who have attempted suicide. They are still needing 5 families to finish out their project to have a great balance. There is compensation for anyone who participates. The survey takes approximately 45 mins. Can be conducted face to face or via phone.
