	Topic: Intro and Welcome. A brief update on TAY Summit by Chaney Stokes. July 26 meeting, Chaney will have more information to share regarding the planning of the summit. 

Presentation: New Business: Learning Institutes on Medicaid- Healthy Blue did a presentation at the last collaborative meeting and we noticed or realized more time is needed to educate communities across the state. We want to open up the learning institutes to different communities across the state. One of the major topics being address to the training committee is the anxiety around Medicaid Transformation. We want to highlight the different companies that will be involved with bringing this to communities. We need to ask for questions, develop the structure of the institutes, and address the outcomes we want to see happen. In short, what is needed for us to have successful learning institutes? What will these look like?

We need questions that will begin to shape the institutes. We can unify questions while ensuring we are addressing the concerns of everyone.

Feedback/Suggestions:

· Survey monkey—Ask families what is needed to engage with them.

· Word is there may be a delay in getting out the Medicaid Transformation which is okay because it will give us time to roll out some of the institutes. We need to be sure we are highlighting all insurance like healthy blue and be sure we are not favoring just one company. 

· United Healthcare may have info on their website. 

· AmeriHealth has a website as well and we may find additional information to help us structure these institutes. 

· Alliance Health has a webpage designed to alert providers to up-to-date information from the State regarding Medicaid Transformation and what it means for our families. https://www.alliancehealthplan.org/providers/medicaid-transformation/ 
· Maybe someone could come in to assist us in laying out the day. This should include a panel for Q&A. 

· Tweak each area so we try to address the needs in that community.

· We need this as a teachable moment to educated them to the best of or ability. 

· Pull in an enrollment broker to help and bring in providers. 

· Institutes 10-3 setup—give them the chance to absorb and give tip sheets for next steps.

· Is 6 hours too much time to spend on this subject? We need to think of the timeframe. 

· We need to address the Medicaid Transformation vs Medicaid Expansion.  

· Develop a chart of what is being offered under each plan because some families will not or do not have time to dig through the information. Can the collab create this checklist?

· No one is sure what context has been approved in the plans but when they do we can condense info for families. 

· One of our gaps is relating to guardians who may not be reading things and properly handling information received. The state will automatically enroll them into plans. This is alarming and should be of great concerns. 

· Maybe our first task should be to have a call with certain key people to layout the structure of the local collaboratives and to gather questions that should be addressed during the institutes. Informational tools will need to be pulled together as well. 

· July to September we can poll for questions and take it to the companies to get answers. 

· Who is the target audience? This will need to be answered to format the questions. Most collaborative members present today believes it should be families first. 

· Create a TED talk series to address topics/questions.

Addressing a few of the concerns mentioned in the meeting today: 

· A forum is needed since there is a lot of moving parts with Medicaid Transformation. 

· The purpose of today’s discussion was to gather info and feedback as well as asking if you think we need to take this topic on as a project for the collaborative. If you decide you would like to be a part of this, you can join the training committee where the planning will take place. 

· The target group is inclusive of all people. It is not split apart into pieces representing one for families, and one for agencies. 

· For families, you set the time for 6 pm, be family-friendly, and cover topics in the timeframe of two hours. The structure could be a presentation in the first hour and offer roundtable discussions for the second hour. 

· MCAP will address concerns and present at some of the institutes to explain the take-aways for families.

· Time and location are crucial. Tag team with churches and other stakeholders in the community to help bring families out and engage them.

Additional Information shared by Gary Ander- The state budget is delayed over Medicaid expansion. Governor Cooper has vetoed the budget bill, HB966 included HB655 [aka “NC Health Care for Working Families”] which seeks to close the gap. This bill was a lesser version of the Medicaid plan with exceptions. House was supposed to vote but there were not enough Democratic votes and did not pass. Governor Cooper and the Democrats are supporting the need for full Medicaid expansion which was not included in the Republican-led House budget nor the Senate budget. 

We need grassroots support to get the Medicaid waiver passed within our legislation. We need some advocacy movement. This will get a lot of people across the state covered. 

Feedback—we need to be educated at the collaborative first before we begin trying to advocate. Two collaborative members have agreed to reach out to Rob Thompson, Rob Robinson and Sara Wilson to see if they will be willing to be on the agenda to present on Medicaid Transformation and #CareForNC Campaign during our August 9th scheduled meeting.
