	Topic: Traumatic Brain Injury- Beth Callahan- In 2014, NC data showed over 80K reported injury incidence or occurrence.  Data showed those living with a brain injury was estimated to be over 200K people. Due to NC's early registry development for collecting data, good data is hard to come by since most people who gained access to the registry had difficulty accessing the data. This was noticeable since mild injuries were not diagnosed.
Types of brain injury which is ABI [Acquired Brain Injury]

· Non-traumatic-includes injuries to the brain that are internal factors such as strokes, tumors, lack of oxygen, etc. 

· traumatic brain injury-open brain or closed brain injury and are external factors
· Definition by CDC- a traumatic brain injury (TBI) as a disruption in the normal function of the brain that can be caused by a bump, blow, or jolt to the head, or penetrating head injury.
· Recent studies have shown, falls have exceeded car accidents

· TBI Continuum of Care diagram explaining how services will be given such as rehabilitation versus long term acute care. 

· TBI is classified as mild, moderate, and severe (grade 1, grade 2, or grade 3)
· Mild=asymptomatic>no amnesia>slight concuss

· Moderate= confusion>amnesia>recheck in 24 hrs; no activities for 1 week

· Severe=loss of consciousness is greater than 24 hours and no activities for 3 months. Must remain symptom-free for 2 weeks plus another 30 days

What to do if someone you know has a TBI:

· Gather records

· Talk about what happened

· Recall/research treatment received
· Record any/all changes the person encountered

· Reach out

· Know your facts

Don’t ignore the signs as symptoms can come and go.

Myths debunked-

· Recovery doesn’t happen after 2 years

· Neuroplasticity stops

· When brain cells die, they are gone forever

Neuroplasticity is our brains' ability to repair itself and some people do make remarkable or sufficient recovery post brain injury.
Few facts: 

1. At least 5.3 million people live with a TBI related disability or 1 in every 60 people.

2. Falls account for 40.5% of TBIs reported

3. Motor vehicle related TBI is 14.3%

Questions & Answers from presentation: [a few captured]
Q-Is this study going to be a statewide waiver?

A- DHHS has a plan to take this statewide and if that happens, we will have 3 or 4 slots available.

Q- Is there a fact sheet that can be referenced?
A- Yes, we can pull from the Brain Injury Association and have something available.
Q-Will those who suffer or are diagnosed with a TBI benefit from the Medicaid plans?

A-Yes, this population is covered under the tailored plan.

Q- Any legislation to support this work?

A- Brain Injury Assoc. has asked for help in expanding the definition, however, the services should be available. Using federal money, all the moving parts can get tricky. The Governor Advisory Council is the committee in charge of overseeing this work.
