	Both Collaborative Co-Chairs provided the format for today’s meeting including the Chat box will be viewed for comments, thoughts, ideas, and statements. A recording of today’s meeting will contain the attendance. Chandrika Brown read brief introduction of history of the NC State Collaborative beginning after a round of System of Care grants was disseminated in the late 1990s.

Panel open with introductions and bios. The beginning of System of Care and NC State Collaborative began with a discussion on the “At-Risk Children” program that was created by the legislators and how William M was the connection that led to a three system-level involvement.

• Bill Hussey represented school-based mental health. His work included bringing the value of the “Family voice” into the discussions. A key component of his days with Family Can which later was changed to NC Families United. He knew the family voice was important to capture and transfer the concept into the educational environment. Bill mentioned how strength base language was actually “reframing” the message into a positive and how this redirects attitudes of others about kids' behaviors. 
• Pat Solomon recalled her aha moment when Sandra Spencer was writing a paper regarding parents with Mental Health children. Pat indicated during the early years, the group had such mutual respect they could finish one another's sentences and agree to disagree without anyone having hurt feelings. Pat spoke of advocacy and promoting MH at her church and how the collaborative is an open meeting for all to feel welcome to join.

 •Martha Kaufmann shared this group of people wanted to figure out how to work together so families did not to go to multiple agencies to get the services they need. Goals developed through the strength of families. We created how systems worked in North Carolina. A discussion was started about what the system needed to meet the kids' needs and what families needed was a driving force and how their excitement help to keep them all going. Strength-base came up and how we help and not tie them down. We begin to effectively model strength-base in the group and this helped to build trust within the group. 
•Joel Rosch agreed with Martha’s statements and shared it became the conduit for systems to work together to understand and communicate with cross-systems to increase success as well as how to use these systems more efficiently. 
 •Don Hargrove spoke about his time working with kids in the Juvenile Justice system. He agreed the discussion above led to the development of CFT. Donn used his experience in his Juvenile Justice career working first with families and kids as he moved to include all DSS workers on communication calls. He said it was not hard for them to have the mindset of including families or children in discussions when it was kind of embedded at the time of their job environment. 

 •Kristin Frescoln was the Communication Coordinator in Virginia. She helped to roll out the idea of System of Care and Child and Family teams across the state of VA. 

 •Rebecca Huffmann worked in Division of Department Social Services at the time she became involved with the collaborative. The State Collaborative provided an opportunity to teach how everyone working together would benefit the children and families. We have to do the work together and not in silos. 
•Lana Dail shared how important it was for her to inform the concepts of collaboration with system to her Native American community. She strongly advocated the value of the faith-based community needing to be at the table. 

 •Libby Jones mentioned her first time attending the collaborative as a parent. She was brought to tears by the passion she saw for families and their struggles. She saw firsthand how the collaborative members worked together to find workable solutions to help change outcomes for families.
Accomplishments noted from the panel:

· DSS created programs to support children during the summer with food and other life essentials.
· Collaborative became a place for conversation and how these conversations fed ideas and develop the collaborative scope of work
· The Collaboration was a hub for grassroots information and listening to what was and was not working in communities for children and families. This information was presented in many leadership meetings to bring change within systems.
