1. Alliance Behavioral Healthcare August 5, 2020

· Mental Health and Cultural Awareness were among the topics covered at the expo. 

· The youth was engaged and spoke about the challenges they face and/or facing during this pandemic

· For the youth who were uncomfortable speaking, they used a peer support specialist to voice their experience

· Most of the youth stated they loved this forum and liked having the opportunity to participate

2. Cardinal/Sandhills/NCFU, August 10, 2020

· Youth were eager to learn

· Topics discussed: Financial Literacy, Cultural Responsiveness, Self Advocacy, and Conflict Resolution
· Youth asked questions about banking needs

· Youth leaders acted as liaison 

· Youth supported one another

· Youth asked to do this again to receive information and resources 

· Over 100 youth responses and we were limited on space so we referred youth to the Youth Expo events happening in their areas. 
ECAC-Laura Weber
· ECAC is a nonprofit organization created in 1984 by Connie Hawkins and Frank Graziadei
· Committed to serving all families and disabilities from ages birth to 26 yrs old

· The main office is located in Davidson, NC about 30 miles from Charlotte 

· Recently hired a military outreach person from Currituck County

· In the past, children with disabilities were hospitalized due to their inability to learn.  When FAPE became law, it was a game-changer for these families and children.

· ECAC is staff by parent educators and parents of kids with disabilities and offer free or reduce services. 

· ECAC is the state’s designated Parent Training and Information Center (PTI) and receives funding from the federal Department of Education Office of Special Education Programs.
· We offer to individualize assistance and may attend IEP meetings, however, due to our staff size this may not always be feasible for us. We serve as advocates and do not speak much in meetings

·  We educate parents on what to expect in situations and work to connect them with resources

· YouTube videos and IEP checklist has been developed.  These are tools that can be used.

· Our yearly outreach through all our media sources [Facebook, Twitter, YouTube, website, etc...] is over 1 million
